6. Is the six month time frame for both documents?

7. It is my understanding that the study area is somewhere in the range of 280 acres, is this correct?

8. Would you be able to tell us the approximate acreage of the project?
a. It’s a little over 60 acres.
9. Is the steering committee group already defined?

a. Yes, the committee includes Rutgers, stakeholders in the neighborhood, pastors, local and county level politicians, and state representation. 

10. In addition to the steering committee, it is my understanding that you will expect the consultants to be in the neighborhood engaging those who live and work in the neighborhood, is this correct? 
a. Yes.
11. Do you anticipate workshop sessions with people in the neighborhood, if so, approximately how many?

a. Maybe 3, but if the group is not convinced after the third meeting, additional meetings may be required. 

12. Do you expect some of these properties to be acquired,  if so, do you
