INTRODUCTION

The City of Camden Department of Development and Planning and Camden Redevelopment Agency are seeking a licensed New Jersey State Professional Planner (P.P. and A.I.C.P.) for the preparation of a preliminary investigatory study and report to determine whether the North Camden Waterfront Study Area, (“Study Area”) meets the statutory criteria for designation as “an area in need of redevelopment” pursuant to the local Redevelopment and Housing Law, N.J.S.A. 40A: 12 et seq. This study area includes the following:

Block 78 Lots 1,2

Block 31 Lots 1-6, 9-32, 34-38, 71

If the findings of the preliminary investigation determine the Study Area to be in need of redevelopment, then the planning professional will prepare a redevelopment plan or a rehabilitation plan for the Study Area based on current redevelopment planning activities.

BACKGROUND

The North Camden Waterfront Study Area is defined as part of census tract # 6007, the Cooper Poynt neighborhood. The study area is located in the northwestern part of Camden, and is bounded by the Delaware River at the west and north, variously Point Street, Front Street, and Delaware Avenue to the east, and the Ben Franklin Bridge to the south.  The North Camden Waterfront Study Area’s 10 tax blocks contain approximately 69 properties (tax lots).  See the attached map for reference.

Recent Planning Efforts
Led by Save our Waterfront, a community based coalition in North Camden, the entire North Camden neighborhood (census tracts 6007 and 6008) recently completed a comprehensive, award winning Neighborhood Plan in 2008. The North Camden Neighborhood Plan is based on four key principles derived from the original 1993 North Camden Plan.  These include: no displacement, community control, increase employment opportunities As an official amendment to the City of Camden Master Plan, the North Camden Neighborhood Plan describes community values and sets forth a vision for the neighborhood, which includes the North Camden Waterfront Study Area.  Several projects and programs have already been implemented as a result of the neighborhood plan, including designation of the neighborhood under the State’s Neighborhood Revitalization Tax Credit (NRTC) program.

The North Camden Waterfront Park Plan was developed and adopted in conjunction with the Neighborhood Plan in 2008.  Reconnecting the core neighborhood with the waterfront via street and pedestrian extensions, balancing waterfront development with public access and community needs, and providing active and passive recreation, as well as economic opportunities are major goals of the plan.

Most recently, the Riverfront State Prison has been demolished, presenting the neighborhood and city with an enormous opportunity to achieve the goals of the Neighborhood Plan and Waterfront Park Plan.  The former prison site accounts for roughly 1/3 of the North Camden Waterfront Study Area and is owned by the New Jersey Economic Development Authority (EDA).  Furthermore, building upon the 2008 Neighborhood Plan and Waterfront Plan, Save our Waterfront, with technical assistance from Cooper’s Ferry Development Association worked in collaboration with the residents and stakeholders of North Camden to develop a unified vision for the area encompassing the prison site and surrounding properties.  Through a participatory design workshop and three community meetings, several hundred residents and local organizations, institutions and the City were involved in the development of a framework and several illustrative renderings for the prison area. The design workshop report and graphics can be downloaded at: www.sow-camden.org. 
Lastly, a comprehensive Infrastructure Assessment Study has been performed for North Camden. The study details current conditions of transportation, sewer and storm water, gas, and water infrastructure, and offers a phased upgrade plan for area infrastructure, in conjunction with Neighborhood Plan priorities.

Community Stakeholders
Significant and sustained community involvement has been a major factor in all the recent planning and implementation activities in North Camden to date.  The Save our Waterfront Steering Committee for Neighborhood Plan implementation, made up of local non-profits, housing developers, service providers, institutions, community leaders, and clergy meets monthly and partners with a local development association.  Additionally, an inter-agency government task force for North Camden meets monthly to track progress and spur implementation of the Neighborhood Plan.  Several specific subcommittees within and among these groups are also active.

Given the extent of community involvement in North Camden, the City and CRA are committed to including the Save our Waterfront Steering Committee in the selection of a planner through this RFP.  Furthermore, the community and Steering Committee will be invited to provide input, review existing conditions recorded in the property survey, and evaluate recommendations of the subsequent Redevelopment Study and Plan.

SCOPE OF SERVICES

Scope of Work

Under the supervision of the Camden Department of Development and Planning, we are seeking a NJ Licensed Planner and AICP certified Planner to develop an Area in Need of Redevelopment Study and Redevelopment Plan for the North Camden Waterfront Study Area in support of current Redevelopment Planning Activities.   The consultant will undertake a redevelopment study and prepare a preliminary investigation report for the study area.  The report will analyze the Study area to determine if all or a portion of it meets the statutory criteria as set forth in N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5 and, therefore, qualifies as an area in need of redevelopment. As part of this analysis, the consultant will prepare a map delineating the boundaries of the proposed redevelopment area and the various parcels located within the North Camden Waterfront Study Area.
The scope of work will consist of the following activities

Property Survey

· Survey shall consist of site reconnaissance and GIS Mapping.  Contractor shall conduct a visual survey of the Study Area on foot.  The Survey will determine condition, land use and vacancy of the properties in the Study Area.

· Geographic Information System (GIS) tax parcel based maps for the Study Area will be provided including tax block, lot, address and current ownership.  The contractor will update these base maps with land use, vacancy, and building conditions data collected from site reconnaissance. The use of handheld technology for data collection is preferred, but not required. The completed database, in MS Access and GIS shapefile format, along with the  associated maps (paper and electronic) will be delivered to the City of Camden Department of Development and Planning for final review, confirmation and/or correction prior to inclusion in the Redevelopment Study report.
· Contractor shall appear at a working meeting with the Steering Committee, City, and CRA staff to review property survey results.

Area in Need of Redevelopment Study

The development of the Area in Need of Redevelopment Study must consist of the following activities.
· Review and analyze any records provided by the City to determine zoning, ownership,

Assessed values, environmental concerns and other issues related to study area properties

Obtain, review and analyze socio-economic data (U.S. Census) pertinent to the study area, covering the last two recorded census years (1990 and 2000)

Obtain, review and analyze Camden crime and fire data, provided by the Department of Development and Planning, pertinent to the study area, covering the last two recorded years (2008 and 2009)
· Produce the Area in Need of Redevelopment Study, inclusive of all lists, tables,

and databases needed.

· Present the Area in Need of Redevelopment Study to the Camden Planning Board, utilizing a PowerPoint presentation. (deletions made for contract timing and cost considerations)
· Review the Redevelopment Need Determination Study, utilizing a Power point presentation,  with the Department, CRA and Key Stakeholders prior to presentation of same to the Camden Planning Board.
Redevelopment Plan

If the findings of the preliminary investigation determine the Study Area to be in need of redevelopment, pursuant to the Local Redevelopment and Housing Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-1 et seq., the consultant will prepare the North Camden Waterfront Area Redevelopment Plan. The redevelopment plan shall include an outline for the planning, development, redevelopment, or rehabilitation of the project area sufficient to indicate: 

1. It relationship to definite local objectives as to appropriate land uses, density of population, and improved traffic and public transportation, public utilities, recreational and community facilities and other public improvements.
2. Proposed land uses and building requirements in the project area.

3. Adequate provision for the temporary and permanent relocation, as necessary, of any residents in the project area, including an estimate of the extent of which decent, safe and sanitary dwelling units affordable to displaced residents will be available to them in the existing local housing market.

4. An identification of any property within the redevelopment area, which is proposed to be acquired in accordance with the redevelopment plan.

5. Any significant relationship of the redevelopment plan on (a) the master plans of contiguous municipalities, (b) the master plan of the county in which the municipality is located, and (c) the State Development and Redevelopment Plan adopted pursuant to the “State Planning Act”, P.L. 1985, c.398 (C.52:18A-196 et al).

The development of the North Camden Waterfront Redevelopment Plan must consist of the following activities.
· Consult with the Steering Committee and key stakeholders within the North Camden neighborhood, along with key development agencies (including NJEDA), to solicit potential redevelopment projects and formulate redevelopment strategies required for project implementation.
· Consult with the Department of Development and Planning and the CRA  regarding the proposed redevelopment strategy, redevelopment concepts/projects, cost estimates, acquisition list(s), and proposed zoning.
· Attend neighborhood meetings, Planning Board (work sessions and regularly scheduled meetings) and City Council meetings to present and answer questions relative to the Area in Need of Redevelopment Study and Redevelopment Plan.
The contractor will complete the tasks described above no later than 180 days after receiving a Notice To Proceed, generated from the executed contract for these services.
The North Camden Waterfront Study Area is contained within census tract # 6007, the Cooper Poynt neighborhood. Cooper Point section of North Camden is located in Northwest Camden, and is bounded by the Delaware River at the West to the North, Point St along the East to Main St, and the Ben Franklin Bridge to the south, 
The North Camden Waterfront Study Area’s 10 tax blocks contain approximately 69 properties (tax lots). A reoccurring problem with all recent Camden redevelopment studies is that the most current official tax maps (1995) often do not reflect lot consolidations and/or subdivisions identified in the 2006  Camden Tax Assessor’s list of parcels. 

A. Work Plan:

The consultant’s work plan briefly describes how the Area in Need of Redevelopment Study and Redevelopment Plan will be performed and the resulting report will be produced, and shall include work methodology and project deliverables.

B. Scope of Work:

The contractor shall describe tasks to be performed and the meetings to be held to produce the Area in Need of Redevelopment Study and the Redevelopment Plan, as required by this RFP’s scope of services.

C. Performance Schedule
Submission should generally outline when tasks identified in the Scope of Work will be conducted.  The Redevelopment Need Determination Study Report shall generally be completed within three (3) months from the notice to proceed, but shall not exceed six (6) months from contract award.
